Other Oxon Tournaments

Megafinal was a great success with around 200 entries. Easily the largest tournament in Oxfordshire and attracts more entries than the equivalent tournament in neighbouring counties.
Maria and Anna Wang qualified for the Terafinal, where they performed well, with Anna finishing above Maria! 

In the Challengers section Marcus Harvey and Georgs Vikanis shared 1st place.

Alan Kennedy suggested that we move the Oxon Congress from April to November so that it could benefit from being a qualifier for the London Junior Chess Championships. This proved very successful and there were far more entries than there had been for the Congress in recent years. This tournament is taking place again this year on the 7th November.
The junior tournament organised by Witney Chess Club continues to be successful and has been arranged for 16th October.

Individual successes elsewhere
Marcus Harvey defeated the top seed, graded 215, on the way to winning the British under 14 title. This was revenge for their meeting in the Gigafinal, where Marcus and Felix drew their main game and two blitz play-offs, and Marcus only failed to progress to the Terafinal after calling incorrectly on the toss of a coin.
